Part of Stan’s role at The Edge is to 
develop young men’s work. So when 
he started in October he asked a few 
of the guys if they would be interested 
in playing football once a week. The

 of Nov we had the first night of the 

programme with 6 guys turning up.  It happens every 
Wednesday night from 6 – 7.30pm & to date there are 
26 names on the books.  Not to complain, but he is quite 
thankful that all 26 haven’t turned up on the one night. 
They moan about not getting to play enough when 
there’s15 there! He’s excited about the young guys who 
are choosing to come, where this programme may go & 
how it may change lives.

So many more honest 
conversations happened there & we got to know the entire team on a whole new level. 
Obviously there have also been many challenges this year, but we are holding on to the words of Paul in Galatians - ‘let us not 
become weary in doing good, for at the proper time we will reap a harvest if we do not give up’.  We have seen 
glimpses of the harvest this year, but we know that there is more.
